Project description: The Cambridge Public Library is seeking qualified bidders to waterproof the
existing foundation walls below grade. The project will require perimeter excavation at 3 sides of
the 1,700sf branch library to expose the concrete foundation, waterproof the walls, backfill, and
regrade. Portions of existing concrete sidewalks will need to be removed and new walkways placed
following the waterproofing activities. Project includes new cast-in-place exterior stair and minor
interior painting and patching.

Bonds shall be obtained from a surety licensed to do business in the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts and the form shall be satisfactory to the City of Cambridge.

The City of Cambridge reserves the right to reject any or all general bids if it is in the public interest
to do so. The City of Cambridge reserves the right to reject any sub-bid on any sub-trade if it
determines that such sub-bid does not represent the sub-bid of a person competent to perform the
work as specified or that less than three such sub-bids were received and that the prices are not
reasonable for acceptance without further competition.
