= Development that enhances the character of residential neighborhoods, supports
creation of more lively pedestrian-friendly areas, and results in more attractive and
convenient pedestrian connections between every part of Eastern Cambridge.

= A diverse mix of residents, businesses, and institutions, each working as good
neighbors who contribute to the community's livability and vitality.
