There is thus
a discrepancy between the number of voters recorded as having voted at the precinct (not shown here) and the number of
ballots counted for the precinct (shown above). The sums of the two precincts' voters and ballots are consistent, but the
actual distribution of number 1 votes by precinct is slightly overstated for precinct 9-1 and understated for precinct 11-3.
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
